
	Your fall planting strategy:

	Gardening in the fall can be much more challenging than spring planting; you are in a
race to get your crops mature and harvested before the winter frosts begin, around October 24. 
So, consider how much time each variety needs between planting and picking. Those numbers vary widely between different varieties of the same kinds of plants! Usually the "Days to Harvest" are present on the seed packet.

Most tomatoes, peppers and eggplants are considered summer vegetable so you will see NA        for fall planting. It's important to remember that the numbers in this fall planting guide are only a        starting point for you! Fall is the time to plant garlic. Around September 9, take your cloves apart     and plant the “toes” about 3 to 4 inches deep. Garlic dates vary so, the way to be sure is to use           a soil thermometer. When the soil temperature is 60° at a depth of 4 inches, then plant your garlic.
Cole crops like broccoli, cauliflower, and cabbage can be direct seeded into your garden around August 15, but with late summer heat, it's better to start them indoors around June 26 and then transplant them into the garden around August 5. Do the same with lettuce and spinach.
Sow peas directly around August 10.
All the usual hot weather veggies like beans, cowpeas, corn, squashes, pumpkins, cucumbers, watermelons, gourds and sunflowers are not suitable for fall planting.
